An interesting research bulletin from HM
Inspectorate of Probation, which looks at the
urgent need to improve safeguarding for
young people moving between youth justice
and adult probation services. the report calls
for  a  whole-systems, developmentally
informed response that embeds traditional
safeguarding into protocols, frameworks and
training. The whole piece of research is well
worth a read, and of particular interest are the
views contained within of young people
themselves who have first hand experience of
the system- discussing where it has worked,
and where it needs to be improved.
